HAMLET REVIEW: 
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Part One:  Hamlet Project—Marketing Mania 

You are a member of a marketing team for Hamlet.  You have been assigned the task of creating merchandise based on the play.  Choose groups of three or four (no more, no less) The following are requirements for the project: 


Design a travel brochure for Elsinore Castle
Design a bumper sticker for each of the main characters
Design a diorama (shoebox scene) for one of the major scenes 
Design a detailed movie poster in the form of a collage
Design a CD case including the song choices 
Design and write a press release for a new movie version of the play

Each of these projects should be detailed and reflect understanding of theme, character, symbolism, irony, etc. and you should be able to explain the significance to the class.  
Part Two:  Reader’s Theatre or Flow Map
In your group you will have to do one of the following two choices:  

A.  Reader’s Theatre: You will be assigned one act to rewrite in modern language play format.  Each person in the group should have at least one role, and there must be a narrator to introduce the story for your production.  Choose any time or setting but….your specific act should:


-be created and written by all the members of the group


-be three-four pages hand-written (or equivalent) in daybook


-include narration, dialogue and stage direction 

-name the act number and have a creative title for this chapter


-have at least three props or artifacts to use during the performance


-be well-rehearsed for performance/video taping


-have a section that lists each group member’s name and their specific 


  contributions to the play.


-include at least three recognizable quotes from your act

-appear in each member’s daybook for grading

OR 
B. Flow Map:  On a piece of posterboard, you must chronicle ALL FIVE ACTS of Hamlet.  For EACH Act,  your group must provide the following:  

-a creative title for the particular act

-a brief summary of the act (5-7 sentences)


-three quotes per act (including the act, scene, speaker, page number and line) 


-three magazine collage pictures relevant to the summary


-one hand-drawn picture relevant to the summary or title


-a works cited page (to be pasted on the back of the poster) of all sources used

-have a list of each group member’s name and their specific contributions to the poster
