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Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s Stone Group Activity

Each student will be required to complete a group project that demonstrates his/her knowledge of the novel and his/her creativity in reviewing said novel.  

Reader’s Theatre

In groups of three-four students, you will choose one chapter (choose quickly and wisely—no chapter may be done twice in one class) to rewrite in play format.  Each person in the group should have at least one role, and there must be a narrator to introduce the story for your production.  

The play should:


-be written by each member of the group in your daybook (or typed and printed)


-be three-four pages hand-written (or equivalent) in daybook


-include narration, dialogue and stage direction 

-name the chapter number and have a creative title for this chapter


-have at least three props or artifacts to use during the performance


-be well-rehearsed for performance


-have a section that lists each group member’s name and their specific 


  contributions to the play


-include no actual spells that might injure another student (

Story Map
In groups of three-four students, students will create a story flow map on poster-board that chronicles all 17 chapters of the novel.  You may hand-draw and/or use magazines for pictures.
The map should include:


-a brief summary of each chapter (along with the chapter title)


-a picture of a character or event for each chapter


-a least ten important quotes from the book (including speaker and page number)


-a creative title for the map 


-each group member’s name and their specific contributions to the map


-no magical ink or mischief on your part or on behalf of your group members (

-content 

-creativity of thought


-grammatical correctness and spelling
