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Lord of the Flies
Extra Credit Projects

You may earn between 1and 5 points for the nine week based on the quality of work and the difficulty of the assignment.  Each written assignment, unless otherwise noted, should be at least 250 words typed to be considered for credit.  If you have additional ideas, let me know.  Have fun!  
1. Make an allegory poster that depicts the following symbols and their meanings:  Ralph, Piggy, Jack, Simon, Samneric, Roger, the conch shell, the dead parachutist, the specs, Jack’s painted face, the pig’s head (the Lord of the Flies), the scar, the jungle, the platform, the fire, hunting, the passing ship, sharpened stick at both ends, the huts, the island, and Ralph’s daydream. 
2. Write a news story describing the plane and the passengers aboard.  

3. Write another ending for the book, one which does not include a dramatic rescue.  

4. Draw a picture depicting a scene from the book.  This may be a black ink sketch on paper or a colored drawing.  Include a quote or two (and page numbers) on the drawing.  
5. Write a sonnet based on the theme or plot, or a character in the novel. 

6. Contrast Ralph and Jack as representatives of spiritual forces.  

7. Discuss Simon as the Christ-figure in the novel.

8. Compare and contrast the following characters:  Piggy, Simon and Ralph.

9. Explain how this island would have been different had it been a group of girls. 

10. Make a paper-mache mask, spear, and/or boat-shaped island with all the necessary places.

11. Make a short video clip or music video from a scene from the book.  Include script.  
12. In a full-length essay (approximately 400-500 words), discuss any of the issues raised in the novel Lord of the Flies that you consider to be of special interest either for yourself or for society. Feel free to refer to the novel, film, or any source of information in your essay. Explain why and how these issues are significant not only in the film but also in relationship to your life, the lives of other people, society, or all of these.

13. You have been asked to write a letter to the school newspaper in which you will express your views concerning the issue of violence and young people. Do you believe that young people, especially at your age level, are more/less violent today? What are some of the obvious or likely causes of violence? How might parents, teachers, professionals (such as social workers), and especially other young people work to alleviate these difficult conditions? Fully discuss your view; you may refer to recent events, other opinions, television or newspaper coverage, or even the film Lord of the Flies.

14. Create a board game based on the novel. It should include all the major events and should be playable as a review game. Be sure to include directions that are simple to follow. You will expected to produce a quality product
15. Search for at least six different book covers for Lord of the Flies.  Print them out and attach a written explanation describing each book cover and which one best illustrates the symbols, mood and themes of Lord of the Flies.
