Lesson Plans for English III American Literature

Week One:

Unit One:  American: Origins & Encounters
Tuesday:

-Introductions/Take Roll and assign seats
-Hand out list of Required Materials

-Have students fill out Student Information Sheet

-Hand out list of journals (2 journals are due each week from this list)
-Hand out and have them work independently on the “What About Me?” Personality Survey Questions for the remainder of the period.  Have them complete these as thoroughly as possible and in complete sentences for homework if they are not done by the end of the period.
Wednesday:
-Have the students partner up and go over their responses from the personality survey and then have them hand these in to you. 
-Each of them should have an American Literature book under their desk (the yellow book).  Have the students take notes in partners:  pp. 18-22 Timeline and Native American Traditions.  They are not to take the books from the room until they have been assigned a textbook.  These notes should be taken in their daybooks (composition books).
-When they are finished, they may work independently on their journals (also in daybooks)  
Thursday: 
Reading and notes:  William Bradford “Of Plymouth Plantation” (pp 81-90) Q/A #1-5, daybook vocabulary and notes on author
Daybook Activity: Write a one page interview with William Bradford—ask him at least five questions about his experiences and his responses 

Share responses and discuss together as a class

Reading and notes:  Olaudah Equiano:  Slave Narrative “The Interesting Narrative of the Life of Olaudah Equiano (pp. 93-99)  Q/A #1-5, also daybook vocabulary and notes on author
Daybook Activity:  Museum Activity:  In your daybook, plan and sketch a museum exhibit designed to show some of the horrors of the Middle Passage that you learned about in this section.  

Share responses and discuss together as a class

Extra time?  Begin journals for next week.  Also, think about a topic or person from this American History section that you would like to research for a project to present to the class.
