Partner Study Unit: The Changing Face of America and The Modern Age
Part One:  “Changing America”
Overview:  At this point in English III, you will be studying history and the literature of the late 19th Century in America.  Your mission is to complete the following tasks over the next four days in class.  At any point that you have questions, let me know, but you must complete this journey with your partner only or you will be working independently!  Make good use of your time!  The Q/A should be done on notebook paper (to be turned in on this unit’s benchmark test) and any timeline, author or vocabulary notes should be taken in your Daybook.    
1. Read and take notes on the history of The Changing Face of America (pages 738-744) in your Daybook.  Topics to include:  Events in American Literature and Events in the United States (top two timelines), and notes from the reading section “Women’s Voices, Women’s Lives: A New Literature” 

2. Read and take notes: (pages 746-749) on “Emily Dickinson: A Life of Insight and Isolation”

3. Read ALL of the selected poems by Emily Dickinson (pp. 750-760) and answer ALL of the Q/A related throughout these poems;  additionally, choose one of these poems on which to make a collage (10 item minimum and explanation on the back of each of the selected images and/or words on the collage)  

4. Read and take notes on Charlotte Perkins Gilman’s “The Yellow Wallpaper” (pages 765-781) Daybook author notes and vocabulary from this selection and Q/A #1-3

5. Read and take notes on Kate Chopin’s “The Story of an Hour” (pages 783-787) Daybook author notes and Q/A #1-5

6. Read and take notes on Tillie Olsen’s “I Stand Here Ironing” (pages 806-817) Daybook author notes and Q/A #1-5

7. Read and take notes on “The American Dream: Illusion or Reality” (pages 820-822) in your Daybook.  
8. Creative Project:   Based on one of the above readings, select and complete one creative project to complete to be presented to your classmates.  Suggestions:  book jacket, character scrap or memory book, theme or symbol collage (10 item minimum), diorama (shoebox stage of one scene), newspaper, character diary (5 entries minimum), character/scene sketch (with written explanation), comic or political cartoon, song, travel brochure, scene rewrite from a different point of view, movie poster with a cast of stars and justification of your choices, reader’s theatre script, etc.  If you have any other ideas, please run your ideas by me before you start.

3. Read the background and three poems by Langston Hughes (on pages 924-928) and ANY corresponding Q/A.  

4. Read the essay by Langston Hughes “When the Negro Was in Vogue” (pages 932-937) and Q/A #1-3

5. Read the Zora Neal Hurston’s short story “How It Feels to be Colored Me” (pages 950-958) Daybook author notes, vocabulary and Q/A #1-4

6. Read Toni Morrison’s essay “Thoughts on the African-American Novel” (pages 973-977) Daybook author notes, Q/A #1-6

7. Read and take notes in your Daybook on: Writing Workshop:  Research Report (pages 980-989)

8. Creative Project:   Based on one of the above readings, select and complete one creative project to complete to be presented to your classmates.
