Partner Study Unit:  The Restoration Period (Enlightenment) 1660-1798

Overview:  At this point in English IV, you will be studying history and (more importantly () the literature of the British Restoration Period (1660-1798).  Your mission is to complete the following tasks over the next four days in class.  At any point that you have questions, let me know, but you must complete this journey with your partner only or you will be working independently!  Make good use of your time!  The Q/A should be done on notebook paper to be turned in on this unit’s benchmark.  
1. Read and take notes on the history (pages 515-523) in your Daybook.  Topics to include:  Literary notes from the timeline (top line), Overview from the introduction, William and Mary, House of Hanover, Age of Reason, Advances and Changes

2. Read Samuel Pepys and “The Diary of Samuel Pepys” (pp. 525-532) Q/A 1-4

3. Read “The Spectator” (pp. 548-552) Q/A 1-5

4. Read Satire section and take notes, Jonathan Swift background and excerpts from “Gulliver’s Travels” (pp. 584-607) Q/A 1-6 

5. Read “A Vindication of the Rights of Woman” (pp.631-637) Q/A 1-5

6. Read one other poem in this Restoration section of your choice and write one page on what this poem means and what it means to you!  

7. Finally, let’s have the creative and fun part, right?  (  Based on one of the above readings, select and complete one different creative project for each reading to complete to be presented to your classmates.  Suggestions:  book jacket, character scrap or memory book, theme or symbol collage (10 item minimum), diorama (shoebox stage of one scene), newspaper, character diary (5 entries minimum), character/scene sketch (with written explanation), comic or political cartoon, song, travel brochure, scene rewrite from a different point of view, movie poster with a cast of stars and justification of your choices, reader’s theatre script, etc.  If you have any other ideas, please run your ideas by me before you start.

Partner Study Unit:  The Romantic Period (1798-1832)

Overview:  This week in English IV, you will be studying history and the literature of the British Romantic Period (1660-1798).  Your mission is to complete the following tasks over the next five days in class.  Set up a schedule for yourself on your exit and what you accomplished on that day.  At any point that you have questions, let me know, but you must complete this journey with your partner only or you will be working independently!  Make good use of your time!  The Q/A should be done on notebook paper to be turned in on this unit’s benchmark.  All history notes and author notes should be done in the daybook unless otherwise noted below.  
1. Read and take notes on the history (pages 696-708) in your Daybook.  Topics to include:  Notes from the top timeline (Literary Events), and notes from the middle timeline (Events in Britain);  William Pitt the Younger, The Rise and Fall of Napoleon, The Aftermath of the War, Romanticism

2. Read/notes:  William Blake:  “The Lamb,”  “The Little Boy Lost,” and “The Little Boy Found,” (pp. 710-711) Q/A 1-3;  “The Tyger,” “The Fly,” and “The Sick Rose” (pp. 712-715) Q/A 1-3;  On a separate sheet of notebook paper, create a double entry comparing and contrasting (at least 5 each) for each set of poems:  one for The Songs of Innocence” and one for “The Songs of Experience”

3. Read/notes:  William Wordsworth (pp. 723-725) “Lines Composed a Few Miles Above Tintern Abbey” (pp. 726-731) Q/A 1-4;  Create a collage (10 pictures) for one of the following poems:  “Composed upon Westminster Bridge,” (p. 732), “The World is Too Much With Us,” (p. 733), “It is a Beauteous Evening,” (p. 734), “I Wandered Lonely As A Cloud” (p. 735) 

4. Read/notes:  Samuel Taylor Coleridge: Narrative Poem (pp. 745-767) and answer the 

following questions on a separate sheet of notebook paper:  1.  At the beginning of the poem, whom does the Ancient Mariner stop? 2.  How (with what) does the Ancient Mariner hold him?  3.  About what does the Ancient Mariner begin to tell?  4.  When the storm comes, where does it chase the mariners?  Describe this place? 5.  What animal comes through the fog?  6.  What happens to the weather when this animal appears?  7.  What “hellish thing” does the Ancient Mariner do?  8.  What do lines 117-118 mean?  9.  Lines 119-122 are possibly the most famous lines from this work.  What do they mean?  10.  What kind of ship do the mariners see in lines 177-180?  Who is on this ship?  11.  What happens to all the sailors except the Ancient Mariner?  12.  How long is the Ancient Mariner alone?  13.  Reread lines 272-290 and explain what happens in this crucial turning point in the story.  14.  The Ancient Mariner falls asleep.  What happened when he awakes?   15.  Who sails the Ancient Mariner’s ship? 16.  What eventually happens to his ship? 17.  Who saves the Ancient Mariner? 18.  Reread lines 582-590, and explain what the Ancient Mariner must do?    19.  Reread lines 610-617.  What advice does the Ancient Mariner give to the wedding guest?

20. What effect does this advice have on the wedding guest?  

5. Read/notes:  Form and Meaning in Poetry (pp. 771-772); George Gordon, Lord Byron, “She 

Walks in Beauty,” and “When We Two Parted” (pp. 774-775) Q/A 1-3

                  6.    Read/notes:  Percy Bysshe Shelley, “Ode to the West Wind” (pp. 783-785) Q/A 1-3

7. Read one other poem in this Romantic Period section of your choice and write one page on what this poem means and what it means to you!  

8. Read/notes:  Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley and Intro to Frankenstein (pp. 808-809) 

9. When you have finished your notes and projects for both the Restoration Period and the Romantic Period, put them in the order listed on these two handouts and put them in your notebook.  They will be turned in on the test date:  12/20/07.  If you finish early you may work on one of the following:  Senior Project, Journals, Vocabulary, or begin Frankenstein novel and study guide.
